Pam Thomas  will be teaching an acrylic mixed media floral on 
canvas.  You need to bring an 8ò x 10ò canvas. 
 
In April, Pam demonstrated the use of textured surfaces 
pressed into modeling paste as a way to add interest to the 
background.  You do not have to texture the background to do 
the project. 
If you have textured your background with paste, after it 
dries, paint the whole canvas white, off white or cream acrylic. 
Brushes to bring are: 
Large mop 
1ò flat 
#0 long liner 
#6 flat 
#4 and #6 filbert 
Also bring:  Regular acrylic supplies 
 
Pam painted on an 8ò x 10ò canvas, but you can paint on wood as 
long as it is about the same size. 
 
Paint, instructions and picture will be provided for $3.00 per person. 
 
The design is a very loose interpretation of flowers and background blending.  Join us for this interesting 
learning and painting project.
